SUMMARY OF TOTAL LOSSES DURING 1976

Summary. The total tonnage lost by the world fleet during 1976 (1,156,109 tons gross), was 160,848 tons more than during
1975 and is the highest figure ever recorded. The number of ships lost (345) was nine more than the previous year. Tonnage
Jost in the wrecked category increased substantially and included the largest ship ever lost through casualty, the oil tanker
“OLyMPIC BRAVERY” of 126,622 tons gross. Tonnage lost by foundering and collision decreased.

Foundered. The number of ships (111) which foundered during 1976 was fourteen less than the previous year. Nearly one
third of these vessels were over twenty years old. A decrease of 24,015 tons gross was recorded.

The largest ship lost was the Turkish bulk carrier “Zex1” of 11,547 tons gross, built in 1966.

Missing. Tonnage in this category totalled 54,182 tons gross during the year and included the Cypriot tanker *“CRETAN STAR™
of 18,959 tons gross, which was last heard of in the Indian Ocean.

Burnt. Tonnage totally lost through fire during 1976 decreased by 92,777 tons gross from the previous year to a figure of
229,354 tons gross, while the numbers of ships lost (60) remained at the same level. Four tankers over 10,000 tons gross
were lost and included the Liberian tanker “SANSINENA” of 39,672 tons gross.

Total losses through fire during 1976 included twenty-two ships which were in port.

Collision. Tonnage lost through collision showed a marked decrease of 65,882 tons from the previous year’s figure, to a total
of 53,225 tons. Thirty-two ships were lost during the year, two less than in 1975.

The largest ship lost was the 13,095 tons gross tanker “NANYANG”, registered in the People’s Republic of China.
At least six of the vessels were involved in collision in bad visibility or fog.

Wrecked. Tonnage lost through stranding or striking rocks, sunken wrecks, etc., during 1976 increased by 285,569 tons gross
to 600,997 tons gross which is the highest figure ever recorded, being 136,389 tons gross more than the previous record figure
of 464,608 tons gross recorded in 1967.

The largest ship wrecked was the Liberian tanker *“OLyMPIC BRAVERY” of 126,622 tons gross.

Lost. Under this heading are included total losses which for want of sufficient information, or for other reasons, cannot be
classified. The 1976 figure comprises four ships of 53,192 tons. Also in this category was the Norwegian wooden motor
sealer “FOrRTUNA" of 187 tons gross, built in 1885, the oldest ship totally lost during the year.

Distribution. The geographical distribution of the total losses during the year is shown in map form on pages 76 to 79.
Types. The total number of 345 ships lost during 1976 included 32 oil tankers totalling 558,426 tons gross (48 per cent), 8 bulk

carriers totalling 122,567 tons gross (11 per cent) and 82 fishing craft. One hundred and eighty-five general cargo ships
were lost. Forty ships were known to be in ballast.
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Size. Forty-nine per cent of the ships lost were under 500 tons gross. The number of ships lost over 10,000 tons gross was
thirty-one.

Age. Eight per cent of all ships were less than five years old; 24 per cent were over twenty-five years of age.

Registration. Total losses to the following countries whose merchant fleets total more than five million tons gross are shown as

Japan suffered the highest number of ships lost (52) whilst Liberia suffered the most tonnage (352,771 tons) lost.

BROKEN UP, ETC.

Tonnage broken up during 1976 (6,614,651 tons gross) was 1,537,386 tons gross more than the previous year and is the
highest figure ever recorded. The number of ships involved (734) was 108 more than during 1975.

Tanker tonnage disposed of, (5,303,442 tons gross), amounted to over 80 per cent of the total tonnage sold for demolition,
as might have been expected followmg the wake of the tanker surplus.

Two hundred and eight general cargo ships were broken up, five less than in the previous year.

Countries sending most tonnage to the breakers were Liberia (1,932,451 tons), United Kingdom (1,093,282 tons), Greece
(605,025 tons), Panama (528,142 tons) and Japan (362,287 tons).

Over two thirds of all tonnage broken up went to the Province of Taiwan and to Spain. An increased share also went to
South Korea.
