Summary. The total tonnage lost by the world fieet during 1979 (2,210,259 tons gross), increased by 499,446 tons gross from
the previous year’s record figure and is the highest figure ever recorded in peacetime. The number of ships lost (465) i
eight less than in 1978. Tonnage lost in most of the categories showed a substantial increase compared with figures recordeq in
the previous year, however, there was a marked reduction in tonnage lost in the wrecked category. Included in the shipg
lost during the year were the two largest ships ever totally lost, the steam tanker “ENERGY DETERMINATION” of 153,479
tons gross which caught fire in the Strait of Hormuz and the steam tanker “ATLANTIC EMPRESS” of 128,398 tons grog
which collided with the “AEGEAN CAPTAIN 10 miles off Tobago.

Foundered. The number of ships (164) which foundered during 1979 was five less than the previous year. Nearly forty-three
per cent of these ships were over twenty years old. Tonnage lost increased by 78,319 tons gross to a new record figure of
336,904 tons gross.

The largest ship lost was the Japanese tanker “CHoyo MARU” of 46,091 tons gross, built in 1966.

Missing. Tonnage in this category totalled 17,734 tons gross during the year and included the Indian bulk carrier “KaIrary
of 13,819 tons gross, which was last heard of in the Indian Ocean.

Burnt. Tonnage totally lost through fire during 1979 increased by 166,132 tons gross from the previous year’s record figure of
586,367 tons gross to 752,499 tons gross which is the highest figure ever recorded. Eighty-three ships were lost during the
year, two less than in 1978. Nine tankers over 10,000 tons gross were lost and included the largest ship ever totally lost, the
Liberian tanker “ENERGY DETERMINATION” of 153,479 tons gross, built in 1976.

Total losses through fire in 1979 included thirty-three ships which were in port.
Collision. Tonnage lost through collision increased by 367,353 tons gross from the previous year’s figure, to a total of 507,659
tons gross which is the highest figure ever recorded. Forty-seven ships were lost during the year, nine less than in 1978,
The largest ship lost was the Greek tanker “ATLANTIC EMPRESS” of 128,398 tons gross, built in 1974.
At least seven of the vessels were involved in collision in bad visibility or fog.
Wrecked. Tonnage lost through stranding or striking rocks, sunken wrecks, etc., during 1979 fell by 167,211 tons gross from
the previous year’s record figure of 681,798 tons gross to 514,587 tons gross.
The largest ship wrecked was the Liberian ore/bulk/oil carrier “Stoic” of 70,334 tons gross, built in 1971.
Also in this category was the Italian cargo ship “ToNY” of 983 tons gross, built in 1903, the oldest ship totally lost
during the year.
Lost. Under this heading are included total losses which for want of sufficient information, or for other reasons, cannot be
classified. The 1979 figure comprises 14 ships of 80,876 tons gross.
Distribution. The geographical distribution of the total losses during the year is shown in map form on pages 84 to 87.

Types. The total number of 465 ships lost during 1979 included 29 oil tankers totalling 938,931 tons gross (42 per cent), 14
bulk carriers totalling 159,780 tons gross (7 per cent) and 110 fishing craft. Two hundred and seventy-three general cargo
ships were lost. Thirty-five ships were known to be in ballast.
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gize. Forty-two per cent of the ships lost were under 500 tons gross. The number of ships lost over 10,000 tons gross was
thirty-seven, of which eight ships were over 50,000 tons gross.

Age. Six per cent of all ships lost were less than five years old; 27 per cent were over twenty-five years of age.

Panama suffered the highest number of ships lost (79), whilst Liberia suffered the most tonnage (693,849) tons gross).

BROKEN UP, ETC.

Tonnage broken up during 1979 fell by 3,405,577 tons gross from the previous year’s record figure to 6,664,524 tons gross.
which is the second highest figure ever recorded. The number of ships involved (923) is 155 less than in 1978.

Tanker tonnage disposed of (2,971,234 tons gross) amounted to over 44 per cent of the total tonnage sold for demolition,
The average size of tanker broken up was 16,236 tons gross. The fall in tonnage broken up was not unexpected owing to the
shortage of ships available for demolition because of the upturn in freight markets. Record prices were paid by breakers in the
Province of Taiwan at the end of the year and the general shortage of units continued to give the breakering industry cause for
concern.

Five hundred and fourteen general cargo ships were broken up, an increase of 123 over the previous year’s figure. Over 73
per cent were over twenty years old.

Countries sending most tonnage to the breakers were Liberia (1,185,070 tons gross), Greece (1,044,891 tons gross), Panama
(1,001,170 tons gross), Japan (755,383 tons gross), United Kingdom (453,852 tons gross) and Singapore (332,655 tons gross).

The Province of Taiwan took nearly sixty per cent of all tonnage broken up during the year followed by Spain with almost
ten per cent.
